As you may know from reading about other
clubs in Focus, this will be a weekly session, held at a fixed location with indoor facilities, but
also making use of local outdoor areas. There will be time for both brain and body exercise and
socialising. Activities will include technique and fitness training for both newcomers and
experienced orienteers, such as map memory, pacing and distance estimation, use of IOF
symbols, fun relays, running on a compass bearing, circuit training, terrain runs, map-making,
street-O, hashing, core stability and time at the beginning and end for a drink and chat. Some
participants will want to put in a lot of effort and push themselves physically. They may want to
keep event performance analysis records and discuss routes and split times, others will want
the emphasis on the social aspect of training with others. There will be something for everyone.

Non-club members are very welcome, and it would be brilliant if every club member could bring
along new people to introduce to orienteering. We do need to look after newcomers well and |
will need to sign up a helper for each session to assist in whatever way they prefer.

Time, day and venue are yet to be finalised, we are working with British Orienteering and West
Yorkshire Sport to provide high quality yet affordable activities.

........ So on to next year 2011.

With the new event structure things are a little easier in terms of knowing what event is at what level.
However, unlike last year fixtures are a little more difficult to project, but here goes:

At present the rating of the new event structure, appears to have only one B category event, EPOC’s
Marsden Moor event. All the others seem to be either A, C or D... I'm not sure if this is deliberate on the
part of BOF or the Fixtures secretaries who haven’t got their head around the new level of events:

| understand it A graded events are The JK, British, and those events formerly called National Events.
Level B events are those formerly called Regional, Badge or C3 events.

Level C events are those formerly called District, Colour Coded or C4 events.

Level D events are those formerly called Local, Informal or C5 events.

| propose the following for 2011:

We will still have 15 events to choose from. Your best 2 runs from each category to count. However
instead of scoring 1 point for a win 2 for a second etc, you will now score 100 points for a win, 99 for a
second etc. If you mis-punch you will score the same number of points as the lowest scorer, but plus 10.
So if the lowest scorer is 78 you score 68. If you retire it's the same but plus 20, so if the lowest score is
78 you'd score 58. | want people to go to events and take part, so if you mess up or injure yourself, your
run wasn’t a complete waste of time! If you don’t take part you don’t score! The prizes will be based on
those scoring most points not least, that will iron out a few anomalies that were thrown up in 2010!

All other rules regarding which courses to enter are the same as last year!

Below are the events so far chosen, again | have tried to spread them throughout the year so there
should be enough to choose 2 from each category Also | have gone from the BOF fixtures diary, so
events may change. Hopefully now | have my head round what I’'m doing a bit more, I'll get results out
after each event. So we can see the champs unfold event to event. If anybody thinks there is an event
that should be included but isn’t please let me know, and I'll see what can be done.

So the 3 types of event will be:

e Major Events (Major)
e “Quality” Events: Level B/C Regional/Badge/Good District/Colour Coded/C3/C4 Events
(Regional)



e Other Events: Level C/D District/Informal/C4/C5 Events (Local)

NEW COURSE STRUCTURES - 2011
Graham Lloyd

Find below an article on the event structure, it is somewhat tongue in cheek

2011 sees the introduction of a new set of race classifications. Having orienteered for over 20
years the sport has being trying to demystify (or so people think!) itself ever since. (Some
connection?) When | first orienteered back in the 6th form in 1979 | went to a Colour Coded
event in place called Maulden Woods. | did a Green and took about 2 hours. | had great fun.
Sadly the dudes that ran the club left the 6th form college. It was quite clear at that event that
the harder courses were darker colours, just like judo! | couldn’t wait to be a black belt orienteer.
| came back to orienteering as part of my degree at College (I believe it is a University now!) We
had to take part in a variety of events, all of which were Colour Coded. No change.

When | went to Leeds University (I believe it is a Russell University now!) | joined their club and
went to my first "Informal” event. | took Rebecca, suggesting she might like a cerebral
challenge, | also told her she need not run but just amble. The event was being held in small
woods at a place called Jerusalem Farm. | ran out in old clothes and a pair of tatty converse
basketball shoes!(Not much grip) Rebecca chose walking boots and a waxed jacket for her
attire. In terms of the courses available, there was Short, Medium and Long. The short course |
was surprised to discover was quite short and the navigation was quite easy. The medium
was...| think we get the picture! We then lapsed for about 2 years until a teachers training
weekend was put on by Tony Carlyle and Carol McNeil. We both went to that, and enthused
went back to school to start orienteering clubs. WE also started to compete much more
regularly. We decided after 6 months to enter our first "Badge" event. How was this different
from "Normal Colour Coded?" Well out went colours and in came ages and lengths. WE were
told that we should run M21B and W 21B. Ah, so at a badge event you raced against your
peers...and if you chose to you could do a B course where the distance was shorter, and the
navigation just a little bit easier. It was Mulgrave woods, and we realised that Badge events
were much more challenging than running round Temple Newsome, say. The best bit was the




pre-marked map! The following year we went to the JK in Scotland. | stepped up to M21A (That
was a mistake and a story for another day!)

It was clear that this level of event was probably the most challenging navigationally of all the
events we'd been to. It was the same at our first National event near Sheffield somewhere. So
20 odd years ago, there was a clear structure! 4 levels of events.

Informal, Colour Coded, Badge, National/International, each being bigger and better than the
predecessor. Some time later, A and B courses for adults were replaced with L and S. So the
same navigational challenge, but different distances.

In the 2000’s sometime the then chairman (I think) of BOF (as it was then!) suggested in his
column in Focus magazine, that perhaps with all the new technologies we demystify the types
of event we have. He suggested as we already had National events, that badge be called
regional and colour coded be called local. In the next issue he realised that many informal
events were already called local so suggested district as a term to be used for colour coded.
Almost immediately these terms were adopted. Even though they were not official policy.
Orienteering was now in line with many other national sports. A good idea was seized upon. So
now when explaining the “pyjama sport” we could talk about different events, and that as you
went to the “bigger sounding” events the orienteering got more challenging, both physically and
navigationally.

Everyone seemed to like it. However increasingly more and more District events, and local for
that matter, were using pre marked maps, a decline in competitors led to some Regional events
getting similar numbers to District. Pre marked maps meant there was little difference between
regional and district (well district were cheaper!). So a new radical change was implemented. All
Regional and below events were to be Colour Coded events, some were called colour coded
local, colour coded badge, colour coded regional. We had a 3-tier structure. At the time there
was a lot of grass roots orienteers who were very disheartened with these changes. “O” forum
boards were hot with vitriol, from both sides. Some of the membership felt alienated by BOF
now called BO! Some | spoke to were aghast, that in this day and age of Internet, that the
membership could have been more widely consulted. The changes were also to address the
issue of declining membership, and the lack of uptake of the sport by younger people. | was
really confused by all this. Trying to explain the new event structure to fell runners got me looks
of amazement and bewilderment. Last April Rebecca and | went to the BOF AGM in Devon, in
an unsuitable hall with poor acoustics, and not enough time for grass roots members to have
their say. However the motion to return to a 4-tier structure was passed, the “top table” did not
look happy, the floor however did!

So we are almost back to where we were at the start of this article. The “new” 4-tier structure
has given us levels of event.

We now have:

Level A events, which attract competitors from All over the country, lets say a nAtional event.
Level B events, which attract competitors, from a Big area or a region of the country, where you
might get a Badge for doing well: Oh a Big Regional Badge event.

Level C events, which attract competitors, form a reasonably Close area, in their district, where
Colour Coded courses are definitely on offer. This might be called a Close distriCt Colour
Coded event

Level D events which attract competitors from “Down the road!” So a Definitley Local event
Down the road.

Staying with colours seems to be the norm now. Though interestingly when we competed in the
Netherlands a few years ago their course were numbered. 1 to 10 with 1 being the hardest,
physically and navigationally, and 10 the easiest. | thought at the time that numbering course
from 1 to 10 the other way round might be an idea. Course 1 is 1km or so and navigationally the
easiest. Course 10 is 10km and navigationally the hardest. My only problem would be with
those that want a short distance and a navigational challenge. 3H, 3M, 3E? Just a thought.
Planners wouldn’t have to put on 12 courses each time. So | wonder what changes to events



are coming along next? If there are any, there definitely needs to be a better conduit for ideas to
be exchanged!

Scoring

1. Points will be awarded on each course (or class within a course) as follows: 100, 96, 93,
91, 90, 89, é-placed finishenm im algimen tclass scores fewer than 10 points, then
all scores in that class will be increased by a multiple of 10 points so that the last-placed
finisher scores between 10 and 19 points. So in a race with 87 finishers, the score for last
place would be augmented by 10 points from eight to 18 points, and the winner would get
110 points.

2. At any given race, a competitor may score in only one class. Unless specified otherwise
beforehand, he (or she) will score in the lowest class for which he is eligible; for example,
if W Vet and W Supervet share a course, a W55 would score only as a W Supervet. A
competitor who runs a course above that designated for his class will score in the lowest
class for which he is eligible, e.g. an M55 running up on a course designated for M Open,
W Open and M Veteran would score only as M Veteran.

3. For the M18- W18- classes the point system takes account of BOF Insurance conditions.
Only those runners aged 16 & over on the day, are allowed to run the Open class. Those
18- runners who run the Open class will be given the leading places. All other 18- runners
who run the Junior class, whether over 16 or not, will be given the following places
