Halifax Bell Hall 26th Dec to 1st Jan

Bell Hall is one of the older urban areas to the South West of Halifax. The three longer courses visit
the small (but perfectly formed) People's Park to the North and all courses go through the relatively
new Well Head estate to the East

BEWARE There are cobbled and stone flagged roads and alleyways which will be encountered on all
courses. These are extremely slippery when wet and great care should be taken.

Access to People's Park involves crossing Burnley Road which can be very busy at times. There are
several underpasses and marked crossing points and all courses are designed to take advantage of
these.

One of the controls is in a sheltered accommodation complex. We have permission to use it but
please show extra consideration whilst in there.

Please note that under 16s must be accompanied by an adult on any course, including Yellow.
Parking is roadside towards the North end of Savile Park. Nearest postcode HX3 ODG.
